Logistics Officer Association Guidance (G‐3)

Scholarship Program

Scholarship Program Intent:  The Logistics Officer Association (LOA) Scholarship Program is intended to promote education for 1) those who are members of LOA, 2) children of Active and Corporate LOA members, and 3) all enlisted members of the Armed Forces.  The program will allow applicants taking college classes to research and offer solutions to current logistics challenges within the Department of Defense (DoD) or industry, high school students to explore and consider the implications of logistics in military operations, or other applicants to apply for scholarship awards based purely on a brief application. 
Program Management:  The overall responsibility for the management of this program rests with the

National LOA Vice President.  The National LOA Vice‐President will appoint a Scholarship Committee

Chair who will be responsible for the LOA Scholarship Program’s administration.  The Scholarship Chair will recommend a minimum of five (5) paper topics to the National Board by the conclusion of the LOA National Conference.  The National Board will determine the topics from this list and provide these to the Scholarship Chair for inclusion in the scholarship announcement.  The Scholarship Chair will submit the draft announcement in at least two (2) forms:  1) short article for the LOA magazine and 2) e-mail to all members and chapter mailboxes. .

Number/Size of Scholarships Each Year:  The number and size of scholarships awarded each year is contingent on the amount of funds available as determined by the elected members of the executive

board.  Scholarships will be provided in three categories of competition:  1) those pursuing a Master’s

degree, 2) those pursuing a Bachelor’s degree, and 3) those in high school (10th‐12th grade to include 12th graders graduating in the scholarship award year). The number and size of scholarship may vary each year but will, generally, be distributed in the following manner:

Pursuing Master’s:  1st = $5,000; 2nd = $2,500; 3rd = $1,000; 4th = $500

Pursuing Bachelor’s:  1st = $5,000; 2nd = $2,500; 3rd = $1,000; 4th = $500

In High School:  1st = $1,500; 2nd = $750; 3rd = $300; 4th = $150

AF Form 1206 Submission:  Up to Five (5) $1,000 winners

The treasurer's report to the National LOA Board will include status of scholarship funds received,

expenses, and monies on hand.  By no later than 15 April of each year, the exact number and value of

scholarships to be awarded will be publicized.

Scholarship Winner Announcement:  The scholarship winners will be announced approximately 5

September in order to facilitate their inclusion into the National LOA Conference agenda, as applicable.

Invitations to the National LOA Conference:  The Scholarship Chairman, in conjunction with the

National LOA Executive Board, will identify the winners in each category. The National LOA may choose to fund these winners to attend the applicable portion of the conference (travel, hotel, and two days of per diem), depending upon funds availability.  Chapter presidents will ensure their winners make commercial transportation arrangements in time to obtain most cost‐effective fares.  Use of unit or local chapter funding for the competitor to attend the remainder of the conference is optional but highly encouraged.

Scholarship Presentations:  The keynote speaker and National LOA President will present a certificate and check to each of the winners.  The Scholarship Committee Chair will ensure certificates and scholarship checks are provided to the other winners.  All those who receive a scholarship prize will be recognized on the LOA website.

Scholarship Donor Recognition Program:  Individual and corporate scholarship donors are exceptionally important to the National LOA Scholarship Program, and each donation is greatly appreciated.  Donations fall into the following categories:

Individual Donations Corporate Donations

‐ Scholarship Donor: less than $100 ‐ Scholarship Donor: less than $5,000

‐ Scholarship Patron: $100‐$999 ‐ Scholarship Patron: $5,000‐$25,000

‐ Scholarship Benefactor: over $1,000 ‐ Scholarship Benefactor: over $25,000

Individual and corporate scholarship “donors” will be listed on the National LOA website. Individual

donations of $500 dollars or more, and corporate donations of $10,000 or more, will be recognized on

stage at the annual National LOA Conference.

Scholarship Nominations: Chapters will comply with this paragraph when submitting nominations.

Who May Compete:  Members of LOA, children of Active and Corporate LOA members, and all enlisted

members of the armed forces.  However, those competing in the Master’s or Bachelor’s degree categories must be pursuing a high level of education than what they already possess.  
Who Can Submit:  Each active chapter may submit as many nominations as they desire, but it is strongly

encouraged only well written and viable papers be submitted.  Additionally, only the chapter President or Vice President may submit nominations.  Chapters which do not have their key leadership positions filled with active National LOA members will not be eligible to submit scholarship nominations.

Nomination Format:  Nominations will include 1) a personal background and 2) applicable research

paper or essay, depending on category of competition.

1) Personal Background:  The background will be submitted as a single page Microsoft Word document,

in bullet format, using 1‐inch wide margins and Times New Roman, 12‐point font. Application headings

are as follows:

A.  Individual Data:  See example for required entries.

B.  Academic Background:  Institution(s) attended, degrees earned or pursued, grade point average, and

hours/credits as of 1 July of current year.

C.  Leadership and Duty (or school) Performance:  Highlight accomplishments and proven leadership

ability.

D.  Base (or school) and Community Involvement:  List activities nominee is involved in the local

community.

E.  Awards and Decorations:  List major awards and decorations.

F.  School Intent/Career Aspirations:  Narrative paragraph briefly outlining school intent and career

aspirations.

2)  Research Paper/Essay: The research paper/essay will be submitted as a Microsoft Word document,

in narrative format, using 1‐inch wide margins and Times New Roman, 12‐point font.  The topic,

required length of the paper, and other pertinent details will be identified approximately 6 months prior

to the LOA National Conference.  In general, the requirements will be:

A.  Master’s category:  6-8 double‐spaced pages providing introduction, history/background, issue

analysis, recommendations and conclusions on current DoD logistics issue

B.  Bachelor’s category:  4-6 double‐spaced pages providing introduction, history/background, issue

analysis, recommendations and conclusions on current DoD logistics issue

C.  High School category:  3-4 double‐spaced pages providing introduction, history/background, issue

analysis, logistics challenges/successes, and conclusions from a historical military event

Note:  Papers submitted for other programs (i.e. AFIT, ACSC, AWC, SOLE, etc), classes

or competitions may not be submitted for this scholarship program.

3.  AF Form 1206 Category:  Fill out AF Form 1206 following the attached example.  The applicant’s package must not exceed the 1206’s front side.

Categories:

A.  Academic Background (15 pts)

B.  Leadership/Duty Performance (50 pts)

C.  LOA, Base, and or Community Involvement (20 pts)

D.  Award and Decs (or civilian equivalent) (5 pts)

E.  Career Aspirations/Why they deserve the award (10 pts)

Submission Deadline:  Nominations must reach the Scholarship Committee Chair no later than 1 July.

Send nominations via email to current LOA National Scholarship Committee Chair (posted on

www.loanational.org scholarship page).

Scholarship Winner Selection: The 5‐member selection panel to determine the winning research 

essay papers and AF Form 1206 submissions will consist of the National LOA Vice‐President, Scholarship Committee Chair and three other well‐qualified individuals (as determined by the Scholarship Committee Chair).

Selection Process:  The LOA National Scholarship Committee Chair will develop a Nomination Package

consisting of a score sheet, copy of each nomination and a copy of this directive.  The package will be

emailed to each panel member no later than 15 July.

Winner Selection:  Each panel member will review the individual nomination and score the following

areas.  Individual area scores will be tallied up for a "total" score, which will be used to rank all of the

nominees.  The panel members will return the completed nomination package to the Scholarship

Committee Chair.

1) Scoring Criteria

A.  Personal Background:  25 pts
Leadership and Duty (or school) Performance: 10 points

Base (or school) and Community Involvement: 5 points

Awards and Decorations: 5 points

School Intent/Career Aspirations: 5 points

B.  Paper:  75 points

Introduction and history/background:  15 pts
Issue analysis:  20 pts
Recommendations (logistics challenges/successes): 20 pts
Conclusions:  20 pts

B.  Leadership/Duty Performance (50 pts)

C.  LOA, Base, and or Community Involvement (20 pts)

D.  Award and Decs (or civilian equivalent) (5 pts)

scores and advise the National LOA and Vice‐President of the winners.  The Vice‐President will announce

the winners no later than on or about 5 September.
